“Falling” In
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We will continue studying the season of Fall with fun hands-on activities to develop our understanding of properties!  We are also continuing to build on our reading, writing, and math skills.  We still encourage families to help their students with their homework!  Please make sure you are checking your child’s work and reinforcing neat work with capital & lowercase letters in appropriate places, etc.  You can help your child in many ways, but please allow them to come up with their own ideas and do their own writing.  You can even write their ideas while they are talking and then they can copy them.  We are beginning to put some sentences together to make stories on a topic: “I see a leaf.  I like my red leaf.”  “I see a cat.  I like my orange cat.”  Letting students copy words (letting them try to find the word they want) and helping students sound out words (helping them listen for sounds rather than spelling for them) is still okay, but we do want the students to begin coming up with their ideas on their own.  This will make it easier for them to read their own stories.
