We are “SOAR”-ing Citizens!
This week we are learning more about what it means to be a “citizen” in our class and school, as well as the community around us.  We are reading, role-playing, and talking about these concepts as a class during our morning meeting time and throughout the day.  As we read, we are working on understanding parts of a book, distinguishing between letter and word (as well as fiction versus nonfiction), and identifying words we know (including our names, family/friends’ names, words on signs, and color words).  We started learning a few basic sight words that will help us begin reading and writing (see the “Focus” section for more details).  We will also be working on predicting what will happen in a story as we read various fiction books this week.  Be sure to read as much as possible at home too! As you read with your child at home, have them point to the words while you read.  Also have them point out letters and words they already know.
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Being a good citizen in our class and school incorporates all the ways that we SOAR at school!  Remind students to be Safe, On task, Accountable, and Respectful in all that they do!
